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Congratulations on being selected to represent your school at the 39", Annual Safety Patrol
Leadership Camp. The program that has been planned for you will train you to be a leader in your
school and community.

# Departure for the three-day camp session will be Wednesday, September 8" from the
Safety Council of Northwest Ohio at 8015 Rinker Pointe Court, Northwood, Ohio
43619 (See directions on back).

% You should plan to arrive at 7:00 a.m., so we can leave for Camp Storer at 8:15 a.m. and
enjoy some snacks before we leave. You will be returned to the same location on Friday,
September11™ at approximately 1:45 p.m. You must arrange for transportation to and
from the Safety Council of Northwest Ohio.

% Enclosed is a “Permission & Information” form, a “Health” form, “Medication
Authorization” form, “Photo Release” form, “Safety Council Release” form and a
recommended “Clothing & Equipment” list. In order to get on the buses on Wednesday
morning, it is required for you to bring all of the forms, completed and signed.

% When you arrive at the Safety Council, there will be a place to put your luggage and bedroll.
If it is raining, please put bed roll in a plastic bag, with your name on it. Then you will enter
the building, where you will check in with all of your paper-work, medication, pick up your
book and meet your cabin leader and have juice and doughnuts.

% Please make sure that you have packed the items that you will need for camp. A list of
suggested items has been included for you.

% Please leave your cell phones at home. If you bring one, your cabin leader will need to
keep it for the entire trip.

% Remember the name of your cabin leader and know what group you are in. You will be
given name tags with this information that will need to be worn everyday.
